You 
should discuss the ideas of 
both philosophers and use 
that to come to a 
conclusion as to which 
system of government 
would be best based on 
your choice.

Level 1 Describes one philosopher's view, but may not state what kind of 
government would be needed.  

Low quality of English – SpaG (Spelling, punctuation and grammar) 

1-3

Level 2 Describes their own view on who has the better theory of human nature and 
will mention at least one form of government, but these elements may not 
be connected explicitly. Fair SPaG – some mistakes. May not be structured 
very clearly. 

4-6

Level 3 Explanations of at both philosopher's ideas.   

Comes to a clear conclusion as to which system of government 
is best.  

Good SPaG with some errors but a good structure.  

7-9

Level 4 Detailed explanations of both theories of human nature. 

Comes to a clear conclusion as to which system of government 
is best, clearly based on their view of human nature.

Excellent SPaG – few errors and good structure. 

10-12
